Extension de vigencia para certificaciones
digitales del RegistroNacional

A partir de este mes de marzo El Registro Nacional de Costa Rica ampli6 la vigencia de sus certificaciones digitales pasando
de 15, a 30 dias naturales. Esta actualizacion mejora la eficiencia para quienes requieren de estos documentos para tramites
legales, registrales, notariales y administrativos.

La ampliacion del plazo reduce la frecuencia de solicitudes, disminuye costos y agiliza procesos internos, especialmente en
gestiones donde los 15 dias resultaban insuficientes para completar revisiones o aprobaciones. Asimismo, facilita la
planificacion de tramites que requieren certificaciones como parte de expedientes o controles documentales, beneficiando
tanto al sector ptblico como al privado.

Si su operacion cotidiana depende de certificaciones de bienes inmuebles, personerias juridicas, vehiculos u otros documentos
digitales, es recomendable ajustar los calendarios internos y aprovechar la nueva vigencia de 30 dias.

Mantenerse informado sobre estos cambios permite optimizar recursos y garantizar que cada certificacion digital sea utilizada
dentro de su vigencia, evitando retrasos o reprocesos innecesarios.

Extension of Validity for Digital Certifications
fromthe National Registry

Starting March 2026, the National Registry of Costa Rica has extended the validity of its digital certifications from 15, to 30
calendar days. This update improves efficiency for professionals, businesses, and users who require these documents for
legal, registry, notarial, and administrative procedures.

The extended validity period reduces the frequency of requests, lowers costs, and streamlines internal processes, especially in

procedures where 15 days were insufficient to complete reviews or approvals. It also facilitates the planning of procedures
that require certifications as part of files or document controls, benefiting both the public and private sectors.

If your daily operations depend on certifications of real estate, legal entities, vehicles, or other digital documents, it is
advisable to adjust your internal schedules and take advantage of the new 30-day validity period.
Staying informed about these changes allows you to optimize resources and ensure that each digital certification is used

within its validity period, avoiding unnecessary delays or reprocessing.
